| was very focused this year on preparing extensively for the mis-
sions trip. | made sure to carefully prepare lesson plans, PowerPoint,
and teaching packets with my teaching partner, Elean. We were told
that we would be teaching the youngest kids, who are in the first grade,
and so we planned accordingly. On the first day of camp, we used up
the PowerPoint that was supposed to last us for the entire week in
about 30 minutes because their English skills were more advanced than
we expected! For the rest of the day, and in fact the rest of the week,
we formed our lessons the night before class, and used them the very
next day. | was very upset that all of my thoughtful planning had seem-
ingly gone to waste.

For our second week of teaching, our team returned to Bai Fu, the
same place that | had taught kids at the previous summer. | felt very
prepared, especially after teaching first graders for an entire week, and
was certain that now all my planning and preparation would be put into
use. However, | was switched into the oldest class of students, the fifth
graders, at the last minute. Now | was even more unprepared, because
the fifth graders were learning completely different material, and teach-
ing older children requires a lot more authority and planning in the
classroom. | also had a new teaching partner, one who didn’t know Chi-
nese, which was an extra challenge.

| went into that second week feeling very bitter. It was as if God
didn’t appreciate any of the preparation that | had put into this trip, and
was putting me in these difficult situations as if to spite all of my efforts.
However, God proved himself to be faithful once again. During that sec-
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ond week of class | got to know a student named Eden. He was a very
good student that always listened in class, did his work diligently, and
got along well with the other boys.

During the third week of our mission trip, we had the opportunity
to host a Vacation Bible School with many of the kids that had attended
the English camp. Eden was one of the students that attended, and af-
ter the first day of camp, he asked us to go play basketball with him. We
did, and after we walked him home that night, we had the opportunity
to meet his mom, who told us that Eden had cried the entire walk home
on that last day of English camp because he was so sad that he wouldn’t
see his “English teachers” anymore. Eden was so embarrassed that his
mother had told us his secret, but after this he became much more
open with us. He began to show up at the church where we lived very
early every morning, he would participate in all of the activities that we
did, eat meals with us, and then leave the church late at night. We
played basketball again, and even invited him to the Night Market with
us. Eden became another member of our team; he was with us so of-
ten! On the last day of camp, Eden accepted Christ and told me tearfully
that he would come to church often, even after we went back to Amer-
ica.

Even though | was completely unprepared to teach Eden’s class,
God used me to touch and transform Eden’s life. Eden was a blessing
from God.
